Blue ring – 2003/2004

1. We organized a group of teachers and students working on the project. 

2. The program was introduced to the parents association at the beginning of the school year.

3. Monthly planned discussions were held to collect the work done and distribute the work to be done by the participants during the previous month. Besides these, we met each other moiré frequently if it was needed. 
4. We set up a questionnaire related to the healthy life style. This was discussed and modified in Oulx at the first project meeting. 

5. The local results of the questionnaire were analyzed and presented to the student body and faculty. Another lecture about the international results was given to the students and faculty at the end of the school year.

6. Six groups of four students have been participating in the nationwide health care contest. (The final will be at the end of the calendar year.)
7. PE teachers and the school doctor worked on the BMI with the aid of the students. A lecture was given in Minorca about these topics. 

8. In the dormitory students did set up a weekly healthy menu. They prepared and introduced the meals, and have them tasted, too.

9. During the second project meeting lectures were given by students, the school doctor and other invited speakers.

10. During several lessons (biology, chemistry, PE, adviser-advisee meetings) we talked about the healthy life style, nutrition, free time activities, drugs etc.

11. Traditional excursions were organized during the school year.
12. To prepare the next year program photo, logo and short film (about our own country) competition were announced. 

13. We started to work on a sport dictionary so far Hungarian, English and Italian terms are collected. We suggest completing together with the other languages, too.

14. Survival dictionary with English, Hungarian, Spanish and Catalan entries is prepared, we also suggest completing together with the other languages, too.

15. Students prepared a CD and a summary about Kőszeg’s Sport both in Hungarian and English.
